CHILDREN’S LITURGY OF THE WORD

What is CLW?
During Children’s Liturgy of the Word children are dismissed from the adult assembly to hear the Gospel at their level of understanding, talk about it’s meaning for their lives, and enter into prayer with the other children gathered. This program is for children preschool through 2nd grade. There is no registration for the sessions. The children are called forward and dismissed before the readings from scripture in the adult assembly. They return to the church during the time of the collection. The children must be at least 3 years of age and able to give their attention to the leader. Parents may go with a child the first few times to make sure that they are able to participate or to help them over any fear that they (or the parents) may have. Children should not be forced to go. Children who are forced to attend often do not have a good experience of the session and can become a disruption to the leader and the other children.

Schedule and Location
Children’s Liturgy of the Word begins in the fall, usually the first week in October, and continues through the end of May. The children are dismissed at the 10:00 am Mass on Sunday there will not be CLW on some holiday weekends. Check the monthly calendar in the Sunday Bulletin for changes to the schedule.
